 Many of the resources you will use to find the right camp are also connected to resources 

that provide financial help. Many camps also provide their own financial assistance. If you 

need help paying for summer camp, ask the camp admissions staff if they know of any 

programs that provide funding. 

 

 If you don’t have internet access, try your local  library. Ask for assistance at the reference 

desk or from the youth services librarian.

If your child has special needs, whether or not they were registered with DDD (N J Division 
of Developmental Disabilities), let them know you would like help paying for summer camp. If 
your child was registered with DDD, check to make sure there is a record of it in their 
system. If there isn't a record, ask how you may become eligible for services. Information 
regarding state funding for summer camp for kids with developmental disabilities and 
applications are available on the website. 

 
 If your child has a specific diagnosis such as Spina Bifida, Leukemia, Cystic Fibrosis, 

Asthma or Diabetes ask your specialist’s nurse or social worker, or the local or national 

chapter of your support organization about funding.

 Ask your child’s child study team Case Manager or Guidance Counselor, they may be 

aware of summer programs and funding resources.
